ELIJAH - 1 KINGS 18: 1-21

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]A more meaningful life, inner peace, experience the Light, Abundant Life, Reality, True Nature, Rejuvenation, Power over the world, community, a family, your True Self, a New You….. all these are offered by Christ, of which the counterfeits are offered by the cults and spiritual therapies. In what ways is Christ’s definitions of these different from the substitute ones? And why should we believe Him, rather than them?

1. The appeal of society’s elites, of tradition and history, of relevance, of sensuality – which of these have we found most seductive for ourselves? And for our friends? How might we build bridges across to these felt appeals: to say to people ‘you are looking for the right things: a King worth following, a tradition that’s reliable, a relevant need that can truly be met, an appeal to all your senses – come and see how the appeal of Jesus meets them’

1. Are we naturally more of an Elijah (open, confrontational) or an Obadiah (quiet, unobtrusive) – more prophet or more servant? Who challenges us on the other side? How do we need them (be specific)?

1. What for each of us is our ‘wavering, limping, between two opinions’? Dare we open up the weaknesses of faith that hinder us from walking tall as Jesus followers? Can we pray for each other the Hebrews 12.12-13 verses, ‘Therefore strengthen your feeble arms and weak knees! Make level paths for your feet, so that the lame may not be disabled, but rather be healed’
